o all whom it may concerm:

Be it known that I, Lupwic STOLLWEROI'
of the city of Colorrne on-the-Rhine, in t;he
Kingdom of Prussia and German Empire, have
invented a certain new and useful Improve-
ment in Vending Apparatus, of which the fol-
lowing is a spemﬁcatlon reference being had
to the 2 accompanying drawings, and to the let~
ters of reference marked thereon.

This invention relates to an improvement in
apparatus for the delivery of prepaid goods;
and its objeet is to prevent the coin once paid
into the apparatus from dropping into the
cash-box without delivering the prepaid arti-
cle—a diffienlty which is now often experienced
with apparatus of this kind as heretofore con-,
structed, particnlarly in such cases where chil-"
dren were too timid to pull out all at once the
drawer delivering the prepaid article,

‘Inthe accompanying drawings,forming part
of this specification, I‘nge 1is an end view
of my improved apparatus, the casing thereof
being ‘partly cut away. Fig. 2 is a gide view
partly in vertical transverse section; and Figs.
3, 4, b, and 6.illustrate modifications hereinaf-
ter referred to.

Referring to Figs. 1 and 2 of the drawings,a
is a conduit into which the coins are dropped
by the purchaser, and b is a spring the one end
of which is fixedto the rear side of the conduit
a, while its free end carries the pinc. Below
the money-conduit a is arranged a skeleton
drawer, ¢, in connection with the free ends of
the coiled retracting-springs f, by means of
which the cross-bar ¢ of the drawer ¢ is held
normally against the lower free eud of the
spring b, so that the latter is pressed back ward
and its pin ¢ drawn out of the conduit ¢, which
it will enter through an opening or slot under
the action of itsspring b when the latter is not
acted upon by the cross-bar g.

The cross-bar g is provided with a slot, 2,
which in the normal position of the drawer:.e

* Is in line with the money-conduit &, and below
45 the slot % is arranged a bar, 4, provided with
steps %, and having the slot or openiug % at
its front end. The steps % are arranged so
that the inclined upper surface of each stepis
rising in the direction from the money-condunit

step is vertical, 'or nearly so, in relation to the
plane of the drawer e. 'The drawer e is ar-
ranged so as to slide upon the brackets.? and
passes through the fannel-shaped box m.  The
forward end ‘of the driver is provided with a 535
cross-bar, ¢, or other handle, by means of
which the drawer may be shoved to and. fro.

It will be seen that thecoin can drop intothe
box B only after the package has been pushed
through the slot n and delivered into the box
1, and that it is impossible to pash back the
drawer unless the package hasbeen delivered,
for the reason that so long as the coin is be.
hind the said package it is prevented fromre-
turning by comingin contact with the vertical
sides of the steps & on the upper surface of the
bar ¢, as will be readily understood. - More-
over, by the arrangement desecribed of the
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dered impossible that a coin can drop fromthe g5
conduit ¢ in case that the drawer e is pulled
forward prematurely. This arrangement ‘of
the spring b and retaining-pin ¢ will also -al-
low of inserting into the conduit e two or more

coins at a time, in order toobtain two ormore 100

packages of chocolate or other article for sale.
The apparatus will thus deliver justthe guan-
tity of articles paid for,and the purchaser,not
as heretofore, lose his money if he pays into
the apparatus more pieces thaun necessary.

It is evident that instead of the rigid steps
k, I may as well arrange in the path of the
moving coin movable steps &', constructed as
before described, which are depressed by the
coin on its way to the slot &', while they will
préventits retrograde movement, such modi-
fied ‘urfm{rement being indicated in Iigs. 3,
4, and 5 of the drawiugs.

In the arrangement shown in Figs. 3 and 4
the bar ¢ has been replaced by a plate, ¢, pro-
vided with a straight line of openings, wherein
the steps %' are supported by means of the
The steps &' have here the form of
blocks, but correspond in every respectto the
steps k before deseribed, and may be obtained
by cutting a bar, ¢, into so many pieces as there
are steps required. - The operation is likewise
the same as before described, and willberead-
ily understood from the preceding description,
the only difference of importance being that in
this modification the steps are made elastic
and yield nnder thepressureof thecoin drawn
toward the point of delivery,while by reason
of their construction they eannot yield under
the pressure of the coin shoved in the oppo-
site direction.

In the modification shown in Fig. 5 the
blocks or steps %Y which may be made of
light wood, as well as of metal or other suit-
able material, are counterbalanced by weights
¢, substituted for the springs k% The steps
are here carried upon the end of an elbow-le-
ver, &% having its fuleram in a bracket fast-
ened to the lower surface of the plate ¢, the
other end of the said lever being provided

with the counter-weight ¢. These counter-
weights may have the shape of bell- hammets
and be combined with tuned bells or plates ¢/,
so that they will strike against the latter in

| suceessive order, and thus- produce during the

delivery of the prepaid article some popular
song or melody—as, for instance, that in Tig.
6—when they are depressed in succession by
the coin being drawnacross their inclined sur-
faces, as will be readily understood, and thus
require no further description.

Having thuos deseribed my invention, what I
claim as new, and desire to secure by Lettels
Patent, is—

1. The combination of the casehaving a coin
conduit or chute, a bar having steps and a
coin-opening, a drawer hanncr a slot for re-
ceiving the coin, and a dmwer retracting
spring, substantially as deseribed.

2. The combination of the case having acoin
conduit or chute provided with a slot, a bar
having steps and a coin-opening, the drawer
having a slotfor receiving the coin, the drawer-
retracting spring, and the springhaving a pin
to enter the slot in the conduit or chute, sub-
stantially as described.

3. The combination of the casehaving a coin
conduit or chute, the movable steps, the piv-
oted levers supporting the steps and having
counter-weights g, adapted tostrike chimes lo-
cated in their path, and the drawer having a
slot for receiving the coin, substantially as de-
seribed.
